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TASTING NOTES —

This wine has been crafted from ungrafted 28 year old Mendoza vines grown on limestone rich soils. It is a
complex wine showing subtle aromas of toasted almond and brioche. The palate is rich and beautifully
balanced with great minerality, which is built around the ripe phenolic structure of this wine. This wine will
reward patient cellaring. Food: Match with chicken or vegetable pasta dishes.
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
